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Abstract: The nature of aesthetics is explored in relationship to phenomenology, depth psychology, and anthropology. Precipitators of the aesthetic experience are discussed within the context of a body of artwork in the form of paintings. Subject matter consists of the documentation of costume and body adornment and gestures of both prostitutes and young girls from various cultures.

An aesthetic attitude is discussed as a way of Being in the world and as a basis for human communication.
